A quietly driven actor scrapes by in a

cramped New York City apartment and an

even louder world. On the day of an offbeat

audition, he weaves through prayers, anime

fight drills, tree climbing, martial arts, and

street performance — losing himself in motion

just to stay afloat. But as he prepares for yet

another disposable role, something begins to

shift. The parts of himself he usually keeps

separate start to bleed together — and the

audition becomes something he couldn’t plan

— a moment he doesn’t polish, can’t explain,

and refuses to protect.



Farooki started with Danish.

I’d known him for years — a fiercely creative, unpredictable actor who throws himself fully

into everything he does. He’s training, drawing, moving, speaking multiple languages,

constantly working at his craft in ways that don’t always fit into a traditional idea of what an

“actor” looks like.

There’s a kind of hustle there that isn’t always visible. The kind that happens in between

auditions, in small apartments, in borrowed spaces — long before anything official or

recognized takes place.

I saw a lot of myself in that. The work ethic, the persistence, the feeling of pushing forward

even when it’s not being reflected back.

The film grew out of that recognition. Not as a statement, but as an observation — of what

it looks like to keep going, to keep creating, and to hold onto yourself in a city that doesn’t

always stop to notice.

It’s less about what happens, and more about the energy of that process — the movement,

the unpredictability, the way identity shifts depending on where you are and who’s

watching.

At a certain point, something changes. Not because the world suddenly sees you — but

because you stop waiting for it to.
